In December 2009, Posse Atlanta 
selected three new Posses, comprising 
32 Scholars. Boston University (BU) 
and The College of Wooster selected 
their third Posses, and Bard College 
selected its second. Chosen from a pool 
of 700 students nominated by Atlanta 
Public Schools and a diverse mix 
of community-based organizations, 
these talented young people have 

been awarded more than $3 million 
in scholarships from Posse Atlanta’s 
partner institutions.

These new Scholars were honored 
at an Awards Ceremony held on 
December 17, 2009, at the American 
Cancer Society Theatre, donated by 
Cousins Properties. More than 150 
members of the Atlanta community 
were in attendance as Scholars and 
parents shared inspiring and moving 
words about what the scholarship 

means to them and their families.

His sister, Candace DePass, is a Posse 
Scholar who will graduate this year 
from Bucknell University.
